RESULTS IN BRIEF…..

Race Night at the Catholic Church Hall, Epping on 18 November attracted over 90 gamblers willing to bet that they would lose money to a good cause ! With their aid and sponsorship of races or horses by others a sum of about £2,300 was raised for emergency AquaBoxes and ShelterBoxes for which a great need exists in several parts of the world. An enjoyable evening, with good company and food, too ! Thanks to Duncan as organiser, and to all who helped on the evening.
Our lunchtime meeting on 28 November was graced by the presence of RIBI President Peter Offer and his wife Janis. A first time event for the Club, we believe. (Well, no wonder our quiz team couldn’t recall his name !). Other VIPs included District Governor Clive Amos ,  Loughton & Buckhurst Hill Club President Myra Williams , and Barkingside President David Smith. Peter spoke about his recent first-hand experience of a prison literacy project in the Midlands and of the inspiration of humanitarian aid in Roumania and South Africa. He described current “preferred” RIBI projects (but with ongoing significance). These are Barnardos; Institute of Cancer Research (distribution of early awareness advice leaflets rather than fund raising); Impact – mobile healthcare in the Indian sub-continent in the form of hospital train/ship; and the Wheelchair Foundation , able at modest cost (£50 from Rotary Clubs per wheelchair ) to hugely improve the quality of life for disabled people in Africa and Eastern Europe. Plenty for the Club to think about !
