RESULTS IN BRIEF…..

The hog roast and jazz event organised by the Evening Club in September raised a splendid £2,400.

The second Copped Hall Fun Run on 17 September attracted good weather and even more participants than last year, including sufficient for a run for children of primary school age ! The event was well supported by Rotarians and spouses , and ran (note the pun) very smoothly. Expenses were covered by sponsorship – in fact some surplus is being carried over to 2007. Profits  of £2000 were up on 2005, divided between the Copped Hall Trust (cheque presented at 10 October evening meeting) and a Young Athletes Trust to be set up by the Club and  District Council Leisure Services. Thanks in particular to John and Peter, and to all who helped on the day. Watch for the date of the next Fun Run,  in September 2007 ! 
District Governor Clive Amos visited the Club on 17 October and spoke enthusiastically about causes worthy of Rotary support at home and abroad. The latter included Impact, a mobile healthcare project in India and Africa; and the Wheelchair Foundation, enabling low cost wheelchair provision in Africa, Asia and Eastern Europe. At home he mentioned Barnardo’s, and scope for helping the Institute of Cancer Research and the London Air Ambulance with leaflet delivery and collections respectively. Rotary would be represented again in the Lord Mayors Show in November and at the New Years Day Parade. Clive had set a target of seeing four Rotaract and four Interact Clubs established in the District.  NB Impact, Wheelchair Foundation, Barnardo’s, plus Save a Child’s Heart were four charities endorsed by RIBI at District Conference at Eastbourne a few days later. President Charles would like the Club to support these this year.
